 Lockers: 
 Middle school students are not required to have a lock on their locker. If a student would like a lock for their locker, please 
 stop in the office. 

 

 Student Planners: Each Student will need to purchase and have a planner.  Planners may be purchased from  
 the office for $5.00.  
 
 

 HMS Lunch Info:  Student school lunch and breakfast is now offered FREE to all families for the entire  

 2021-22 school year. Adult Lunch prices are $4.60.  Our school lunches are set up on a pre-pay system, there are 2 
 drop off boxes available for students to drop payments into. One box will be in the cafeteria before school each 
 morning, the second box is located by the Media Center Middle Bus Door.    
 
 

 Sports and Fine Arts Registration:  ALL REGISTRATION AND FEES WILL BE DONE AND PAID FOR ONLINE.  The 
 Activity Office will be using Affinety an online service, this is how everyone will register for all Sports and Fine Arts going 
 forward.  You can log on through the new Omni ID Tiger Portal.  7th Grade and up, you will need to have a current physical 
 to be able to register and pay, it will not allow you to continue.  Physicals will need to be entered into system by Activities 
 Office, please drop off form or email to amber.larson@isd423.org.  The Physical Forms will take 24  hours to upload to  
 system.  All Middle School sports fees will be $100 for 2021-2022. 

 

 Sign In/Out Procedure for 2021-2022:  We here at Hutchinson Middle School,  are NOT allowing any visitors or  
 parents  at this time and the office will be open by appointment only.  Therefore, it is important you call prior to picking up a 
 student.  The office will then call your student down and send them out the front doors once signed  out. We are 
 completely electronic regarding our Sign In/Out Procedure.  The student will be asked to fill out a Google form (online) in the 
 office on the computer when signing out.  When the student returns, they will be allow to still sign themselves back in.  This 
 information will become more accurate for our records.  Lastly, we will require a drivers license for pick up if we (office) do 
 not know person picking up your student. Thank you.  

 
 

 HMS Student Pass Information: Please see the HMS office secretaries, Shannon or Allison for the following passes if 
 and/or  when needed: 

 Out-of-Building Pass- (Blue) This pass will be needed for any student that will be leaving during the school day or 
 class. 
 Prior Approval Pass- (Salmon) This pass is for students who are going to miss school and know ahead of time, the 
 students will then  be able to show this pass to their teachers and receive homework before missing school. 
 Bus Pass- (Pink) This Pass will be needed for any student that is going to be riding a school bus that is not their 
 assigned bus. We will need written or verbal approval from Parent/Guardian to for student to ride another bus.
